Code of Conduct for Parents/Guardians

Every Salem Soccer Club Parent/Guardian is expected to:

1) Make only positive and encouraging comments to players on both teams.  Be supportive by focusing on the positive aspects the play.  Keep negative comments to yourself.

2) Make every effort to get your child to practice or games on time.  Let the coach know, in advance, if your child will have to miss a practice or game. 

3) Respect the facilities at our fields and the opponent’s fields.

4) Let the coaches do the coaching.  Parents are there to support and be encouraging.  Do not yell out instructions from the sidelines during a match.  This could be confusing for the children and detrimental to strategy developed by the coach.

5) Never criticize the players, the coaches or the referees.  Mistakes are made on every level.  Set the example by showing your child good sportsmanship and keep the negative comments to yourself.  

6) Never audibly dispute a referee’s decision.  Everybody makes mistakes.  The referee cannot see every part of every field at all times and plays look different from different angles.  If you abuse or shout at the referee you are breaking the rules of the club and risk expulsion from the grounds. In extreme circumstances you could even be expelled from all games. 

7) Remember that the game is for the children.  It is not for the glory of the parents, guardians or coaches.  Children learn by example.  Do your best to set the proper example for your child.

Any violation of these codes can lead to temporary or permanent suspension from the field or sidelines by the Board of Directors.
