Code of Conduct for Players 

Every Salem Soccer Club Player is expected to:

Attend all practices and games.  Coaches should be notified in advance if player is going to be absent or tardy.

Play according to the laws and the spirit of the game of soccer.

1. Show up on time for all practices and games.  Each player should be dressed appropriately and ready to play when arriving.  Ready to play means cleats/shin guards with proper attire and water bottle/sports drink.  Sodas and caffeinated drinks are not permitted.

2. Display self-control in all situations.  Poor sportsmanship, foul or abusive language, disruptive behavior, fighting, arguing, teasing or insults will not be tolerated.

3. Be respectful to coaches, referees, spectators, opposing team members and teammates.  It is never acceptable to yell at or argue with the referee, coach or any other player.  Players should be polite and courteous at all times.

4. Always give your best effort at games and practices while displaying positive attitude and good sportsmanship.  Players should have fun, try their best at all times and work at learning the game of soccer while contributing to the team’s ability to win.

5. Play the position on the field as assigned by your coach.  Players should be able to play every position on the field and will understand the sport better by playing both primarily offensive and defensive positions.  Be a team player.

6. Never argue or protest a call made by a referee.  Mistakes are sometimes made by referees, coaches and players. That is simply part of any sport.

Any violation of these codes can lead to temporary or permanent suspension from a team by the Board of Directors. 
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
